Government Resolution _

2.1 Under the Maharashtra Self-Aided Schools (Establishment and Regulation)
Act, 2012 (01 of 2013), the Government is giving permission to start 26 schools in
the accompanying letter from the academic year 2016-17 subject to fulfillment of
the following conditions and conditions.

2.2 Terms and Conditions

(1) These schools are required to comply with all the rules / provisions made under
the Right to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and all that is being done
and is being done.

(2) Permission (letter of intent) is given by the management of the concerned
schools to start the school in the academic year 2016-17 in compliance with the
provisions of the Act, 2009 in the accompanying letter of the said G.R.

A) If all the requirements are met, the management should apply to the concerned
district education officer for first approval within one month from the
commencement of the academic year.

B) If the management is deemed eligible by this G.R. for the year 2016-17, if all
the requirements as per the prescribed rules of the government are not available to
establish the school, then it will be mandatory for them to start the school within
18 months from the date of this otherwise the permission granted will be
automatically revoked.

(Establishment and Regulation) Act, 2012 (01 of 2013), if any, of the orders and
procedures issued by the Government from time to time.
(4) Tt will be the responsibility of the concerned Divisional Deputy Director of
Education to inform the concerned institution within 15 days.
(5) The concerned competent authorities shall ensure that the provisions of the
Act, 2009 have been complied with and only after that take further action for first
